Frantic Assembly's brand-new production, Lost Atoms, will be staged at
Worthing's Connaught Theatre from 18 to 22 November 2025, as part of the
celebrated company’s 30th-anniversary programme. Written by Anna Jordan
(Succession, Killing Eve, Yen, The Unreturning, We Anchor in Hope) and directed
by Frantic Assembly’s artistic director Scott Graham (Metamorphosis, Othello),
this dynamic and thought-provoking production is set to captivate audiences.

Lost Atoms tells the story of a relationship: an extraordinary, transformative
love—or at least, that's how it feels in hindsight. Was it truly special? Or just
typical? Or perhaps toxic and doomed from the start? One thing's for sure: it
changed their lives.

Two people plunge deep into their shared pasts and propel themselves into
multiple imagined futures. At times hilarious, at times devastating, Lost Atoms

The production will premiere at Curve Leicester on 22 September 2025 before
embarking on a UK tour, with a highly anticipated stop at Worthing’s Connaught
Theatre from 18 - 22 November 2025. Audiences in Worthing will have the
chance to experience Frantic Assembly’s bold and innovative storytelling
firsthand in what promises to be one of the most talked-about productions of the
season.
